

After Easter, for a limited period, we will be in receipt of a Government Grant for Extended Activities.  The money can be spent in any way that will enable children to take part in activities that they would otherwise not be able to.  This includes after school activities, holiday or weekend activities or even lunchtime activities where you might need kit or an instrument. 

This grant is particularly aimed at low income families, but not just pupils receiving free school meals.  You might also be eligible if you receive Working Tax Credits and earn less than £12,865 a year ( single parents) or  £17,400 a year ( living with a partner).

Other eligible families include those where;

· children  are acting as carers;

· children are experiencing difficult family issues, such as bereavement or living with a family members other than parents;

· parents have health problems or disabilities; or

· there are other sensitive issues

To help us determine the needs and requirement of those eligible would you please complete the attached questionnaire and return it to Mrs O’Grady.

Having consulted with you we will then be in a stronger position to consider funding requests.

Some things that might be considered:

· after school clubs

· a guitar for guitar club

· new football boots or kit

· new dance kit

· a holiday club

· tennis

· Recreation Centre activities - holiday, weekend 

               or after school e.g. a swimming course.
